A BIOGRAPHY

Neil Weisensel is a Vancouver-based composer. Upcoming highlights include a residency at the Banff Centre with librettist Michael Cavanagh, where they will revise and expand their hit 1992 opera City Workers in Love for a new production at Wilfred Laurier University in 2012.  Neil is also composing a flute suite for Alan Tower of Resonance Music in San Francisco, composing a new batch of choral music, songwriting and arranging for a CD of songs with Vancouver vocalist Rachel Landrecht, and completing music for a soon-to-be-released environmental game for the Apple iPad.

Mr. Weisensel has composed music for 5 operas, which have been performed across Canada, as well as music for feature films, chamber music, songs, and orchestral music that has been performed by orchestras including the Victoria Symphony. Two of his hymns were recently published in Move Voices, the new hymbook for the United Church of Canada,  and he has also collaborated as house composer/arranger with Vancouver Moving Theatre, winning awards for the introduction of the arts into Vancouver’s troubled but dynamic Downtown Eastside. Neil is an associate mem ber of The Canadian Music Centre, SOCAN and American Federation of Musicians.
